Billõs passion to propel the 

AFCMITC Kenyan prison project for-

ward.

level of integrity and transparency that 

oozed from this congregation and I look forward to many more great opportunities to share 

together on how to effectively enhance God's Kingdom. There is definitely a spirit of excel-

lence in that place. 

Back in Minnesota I was blessed to spend time with Pst. Rod and Annette Rice at 

Word of Faith Family Church in Wilmar. It was my first time to spend time with 

Rod Rice, though Annette has been to Kenya and ministered at our ladies confer-

ence and we have been together at AFCM Family Reunions before. It was lovely 

to see this couple on their home turf! What a wonderful heritage of faith they 

have with their congregation and they seem to Pastor with such grace. I love 

watching the gifting in a husband and wife compliment each other and yet allow 

for the diversities in ministry and this couple perfect this. 

It was here that we also enjoyed time at AFCM Family Reunion and among other 

ministers, I was given an opportunity to share about the work in Kenya and pre-

sent the AFCMITC Kenya Prison project to the larger family. It truly is an open 

door of opportunity to reach the nations with the gospel and in this case, behind 

the  four walls of Kenyan maximum prisons. 
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We had a blessed Sunday service and fellowship time and, with such a close knit church family, I was able to meet many congregational members who till now 

had only been names on paper for me. Its important to make contact and build relationships with people and as I poured out my heart on missions, I believe 

that hearts were also stirred up. 

Our target is to establish AFCMITC in 40 prisons in Kenya and during the conference we had commit-

ment for 14 and more have come in since. This is truly exciting as we redeem the time. I am excited to 

see the body working together to expand the kingdom and reach the unsaved. We shall be reporting 

progress on this project regularly through our newsletters and DOM facebook so keep in touch. 

During the AFCM family reunion I met many from far and wide. Such a rich time of ministry and as a 

missionary, it is always a highlight to come and sit under such eloquent  and anointed ministers to fill up 

and refresh. This AFCM conference confirmed so much in my spirit. The message on righteousness which 

I have been ministering in our own congregation for several weeks was right in tune with what others 

were ministering on. It is a time for integrity  and unity in the body and itõs the only way that we are going 

to reach all the nations before the coming of the Lord. 

I was honoured to meet Pst. Dan and Linda Gassier from A Glorious Church in Minneapolis and speak at 

their mid week meeting with congregation members. Thank you for your kind gesture of love. 

I was truly treated like royalty on this trip. Few people would know or understand the challenges that you 

face as a fulltime missionary on the field, but to be able to drop all that baggage as you arrived and have 

people wait on you  literally hand and foot was an amazing journey. From the time I woke till the time I 

put my head to sleep, I never thought of where the next meal would come from , what I would wear or 

how I would get there or who would be there to meet me. It was all taken care of. I have so many to 

thank for this that I may not even begin to list them but from my heart, a big thank you to the entire AFCM Family for your servant-hearts and hospitality. I am 

reminded of the scripture that says é òGod is not unrighteous to forget or overlook your labour and the 

love which you have shown for His nameõs sake in ministering to the needs of the saints.ó 

It was an extremely exciting opportunity for me to travel to Raleigh, North Carolina on the final leg of my 

journey to re-unite with Pst. Lynton and Judy Turkington and their wonderful family who pastor Celebra-

tion Church. I first met Pst. Lynton when I was a new christian and searching for the truth when he was 

an assistant pastor at a United Pentecostal Church in Perth, W. Australia. I was on fire and zealous for the 

Lord....knowing that I had a call burning in my heart  

Pst. Lynton and his family relocated to USA from where his gorgeous wife Judy hails and served as an 

assistant pastor and later established Celebration Church which has now grown to over 1000 members. It 

was such joy to see the fruit of their 

labour. This is someone who had 

been so instrumental in helping me to realize the missionary calling on my own life. I was 

honoured to share at their Sunday morning services and meet with church members in an 

evening fellowship. This part of my trip truly inspired me in more ways than I could ex-

plain. I realized that there are so many people out there that have within them what is 

needed to take what is in me to the next level. I realized that we are not called to do it all 

on our own and through godly connections, we can work together to fulfill the call of God 

on our lives that is much bigger than ourselves. I look forward to continued partnership 

with this wonderful group of people. 

A trip like this is always exciting, but it is lovely to come home again. The children and 

grandchildren have changed much in my 4 weeks away. Colleen my eldest adopted daugh-

ter turned 20 while I was away and is preparing to sit her final national exam and finish 

high school this year. Florence my other adopted daughter is now away in boarding school and loves ité. though she was excited to see what mum had come 

with from USA. My youngest grandchild Katelyn Odipo turned one and was there to welcome me with a big grin 

and the ministry was going on like clock work under the guidance of Tobias and Natalie to whom I am progres-

sively passing the baton...thatõs not to say I am not still in the race!! But it is a good place to be when you can go 

away and come home and things have not missed a beat. 

I will be leaving again this week for Australia and New Zealand for some good Aussie fellowship! I will be in Perth 

to be with friends and family and Auckland for a Womenõs conference at El Shaddai Worship Centre. Thereafter, I 

will be on the Gold Coast with Pst. Dale & Ruth Smith and with Agape Fellowship of Churches and Ministers 

Conference in Sydney as a guest speaker. Itõs exciting times and I believe that the Lord will use me to deposit to 

the hearts of every group with a word in season. 

27years of ministry here in Kenya and I feel a sense of satisfaction. By no means a sense of reaching the finish line, 

but definitely we have made huge progress in Kenya and the nations beyond. As an Apostle, I know it is time to go 

out to the nations and stir up others to fulfill their call and deposit into their lives so that they too can go into the 

world and preach the gospel. I look forward to being able to travel more in coming months and years and believe 

that we will continue to be a light in the darkness.

In August we shall be hosting  a joint womenõs conference here in our 

church  with Rev. Barbara Werner from N.Z, Rev Ellen Allison, a missionary from Ireland 

and other local pastorsõ wives. We are also preparing for our joint annual conference later 

in October and several AFCMITC Prison graduations through till December. 

Next week we shall be pegging out the foundation to start building a girlsõ dormitory for 

our Secondary school which we believe will enable a greater population to enroll in 2015. 

This month, our school was chosen out of 204 schools in East Africa by a panel of experts,  

recognized as a òChangemaker schooló.... Making a difference in the lives of children through 

innovative learning, empathy and team work. In Nairobi, we networked with many from the 

educational sector as it provided a platform for con-

tinual growth and development. 

Itõs harvest time again here in Kenya. Our Toyota 

pickup is back on the road after an engine rebuild and back to heavy work as usual. 

Thank you to all those who contributed towards the mechanical repairs.. We have 

our faith out for a new Toyota dual cab at a cost of $35,000 Aust. With all the up-

coming prison outreaches planned, this will be a vital tool for reaching others with 

the gospel. 

Thank you for being part of reaching the nations. DOM truly has become a resource 

centre for others and we could not have done it without your partnership. As you give towards the ministry this month, 

know that you are changing lives, reaching the lost and setting the captives free.               Love Jennie and all at DOM.
